render such buildings almost inaccessible to those
not connected with them, but here, we are glad to
say, & more liberal policy prevails. The buildings,
which consist of two large sheds for the distillation
of the acids, a leaden tank or chamber, equal in
size to an ordinary house, and several smaller out—
houses, used as offices and for various iancidental
operations, are situated at the Mission, near the
terminus of the “ old road;” the ground surround-
ing ‘he works betrays their nature, in the piles of
che & als, salts, broken, emptv and full ecarboys,
with which it is covered. Beneath the sheds some
forty or more furnaces were in operation, busily
converting, through the agency of fire, the different
natural salts into their respective acids. Not being
chemists, much, of course, was unintelligible
to us, but we saw and understood emough to
render our visit both instructive and interesting,
The acids manufactured at this establishment are
priccipally the three so much used in the metallur-
gical operations peculiar to this State, namely, the
pitrie, sulphuric, and muriatic. The itric acid,
(or common squafortis,) is prepared by distillation
from the nitrate of soda, a natural salt, which has
been found in any quantity, only in a single spot,
situated in the rainless descrts of the provinece of
Arequipa, on the Peruvian coast, near the portof
Iguique, from which thousands of tons are exported
snnuslly to Europe and the United States. This
#alt is acted upon by sulphuric acid and heat; the
fumes thus arising being condensed into large stone
jars, or receivers, become the desired acid, which
is then purified, by boiling, from the chlorine and
any other foreign sub it may tai The
residuum, or refuse, remaining in the retort, be-
comes the sulphate of soda, or glauber-salts of the
druggists. Large qusatities of this preparativn
have been exported from here to the East—ships
taking it as a ballast, on which a fair profit could
be realized. The sulphurie acid, or oil of vitriol,
as it is ordinarily termed, is obtained, by a far
more complicated process, from sulphur, of
which large quantities are imported from
Sicily for the use of the works. The fames of
the sulphaur, obtained by roasting it in an immense
furnace, are gathered in the lesd chamber already
named, which is & room or tank, as itspame implies,
constructed of lead, about thirty feet in length by
twenty in depth and breadth. In this tank the
fumes <f the burning brimst are d d and
drawn off inte coolers, after which the acid is, like
the squafortis, reboiled, purified, and finally
bottled up in the carboys destined to its reception.
The wariatic acid is much easier of preparation,
being extracted from common salt (muriate of soda)
by simple distillation, and needing none of the final
processes by which the other acide are rendered
pure and fit for use. Of these acids the nitric is
the most corrosive, and the sulphuric the heaviest,
being nearly as beavy agsin as water. The greater
quantity of the acids manufactured by this estab-
fishment are used by the U. 8. Mint, in its various
operations, the nitric and sulpburic being used in
large guantities, and the muriatic forming,
when joined to nitric acid, the famed aqus regia of
the alchemists, (nitro-muriatic acid,) the only solv-
eut, excepting fire, that will act upon gold or pla-
tina. In consequence of a falling-off in the busi-
ness of the Mint, the amount of acids required is
less than formerly, but a large quantity is still re-
quired for other establishments in this city
and State. The manufacture of these corrosive
liquids reguires grest care and attention, as all of
them are of a nature to eause deplorable results if
bandied without sttention and prudence. The en-
terprise is, we believe, a remunersative one, and cer-
tainly, if energy and order in its ent are
the elements of success, it will continue to be a de-
servedly profitable undertaking, being one of the
proofs of the immense resources that Californis
contains iu the industry and perseverance of her
inbabitants to render hersel!{ independent of exter—
nal nid in her progress, in science and manufac-
ture.

LETTER FROM MR WALLACE.
The Trip Overlazd.
Cotomavo Rivem, June 1, 1860.

I am stopping with Mr. Iseger, the ferrymaa of
the Colorado, a name as well known to all pilgrims
this way, as that of him of the fabled Styx. The
ferry house, though not strictly a hotel, is a very
desirable place to stop at, as it is here both the
primitive and modern customs of the country are
bestseen. Itis, in fact, the only place that affords
accommodations to travelers.

The Colorado Ferry-

Mr. Taeger is a Pennsylvanian. He came down
here from San Francisco in 1850, with eleven part-
ners, to build boats and houses, and to establish a
permanent ferry. The number of partners was in—
creasod afterwards to fourteen and four assistants.
The Indians were hostile to the enterprise, and to
maintain a footing in their midst it was necessary
to make a strong display of force.

Aura.] for the advance yesterday, under Cap-
tains Story and Van Hagen, while approaching the
battle-ground, were forced to beat a sudden retreat
of about five miles, with & vast number of the red-
skins after them. They were seen approaching,
when the regylars, who had just passed our camp
and were camping about a wile below, sallied out,
immediately followed by Col. Jack Hays with about
200 borse and foot. A sharp encounter took place,
the Indians retreating at every volley.

Our men fought gallantly and evinced a determ-—
ination to drive the devils to Jericho. Col. Hays,
gallantly leading, showed an example which all
imitated. You may judge something of the skir-
mish when I say but two of the volunteers were
killed and two wounded. With three regulars
wounded, one mortally, our boys counted on one
part of the field ten dead, and saw many fall. It
was a clean defeat, although they were not suffi-
ciently punished, Capt, Movre behaved gallantly,
leading the regulars up a rocky precipitous moun-
tain, under a scathing fire from the Indians, but
they coutinued their retreat over the summit. From
all [ can learn, there is a legion of them at the
Lake, where thoe ground is less broken and undulat-
ing, ard the howitzers can be brought to bear.

I have had an entrenchment thrown up here
capable of being securely defended by from forty to
fifty men. This camp will be the base of operations;
our d, being ble to move, will be
guarded here until the return of the main body.
(L am fearful I shall be detailed to command this
post—am desirous of trying my hand; and more-
over, this is no sinecure—devilish vexatious, with
more curses than thanks.)

Col. Suowden arrived this eveniog; all hands
cheered up and hea-tily greeted him. Beef alone
had been issued. As yet, [ reiterate, there is but
little discontent; those who have been old soldiers
and those who have endured the most privations,
have grumbling reduced to a system, but are not
noticed.

Lieut. McCleary, with his company, are camped
five miles above us, but will be up in thke morning,
when all start for the Lake but the guard for the
wounded. The wagons will be left here, and in
fact everything but what is indiepensably neces-
sary. To-morrow will be a fearful day, unless the
red devils take refuge in Goose mountains, the
other side of Mud Lake.

Gen. Joshua P. Haven makes himself generally
useful, and is the guest of both camps. Soulé is
busy taking notes, and we have with us artists who
bave been sketching camp scenes, ete. By the by,
& singular circumstance has transpired : An indi-
vidual, genteely dressed, yuite observing, and not
at all communicative, has been with us since we
left Carson’s No. 2. Yesterday morning, before the
fight he avowed his determination to ascend a high
mountain to the eastward to sketch the scenery, &c.
After the engagement commenced, he was seen
parading to and fro on the very summit, and was
taken for an Indian by the Regulars, who gave him
six or eight rounds, when he disappeared suddenly
and was supposed to have been killed. He wearslong
hair, and is altogether a suspicious character. He
was armed with two revolvers and had a spy-glass.
He remained out all night, and returned this morn-
ing mious his pistois and glass. He has been
searchingly questioned ; gave his name as Taylor,
but being now under arrest, by order of Col. Hays,
denies that Taylor is his name; and out of six hun-
dred men we have not one who knows him or ever
saw him before. I will post you as to the sequel.

Col. Snowden was left in command at Fort Story,
Camp No. 5, with forty volunteers and ten regulars,
taking care of the wounded. We have 2 magnifi-
cent camp, fine grass, wood, and water. No won-
der the Indians amre desirous of possession here.
From indications, the fishery must be fine: their
old camps are strewn with fish-heads, ete., by the
wagon load. Old man Jordan has just come in,
baviog found their trail; they are bound to Mud
Lake. We follow in the morning. You never saw
men more anxious and willing to foot it to eatch
the wretches. The aflicting and painful sight wit-
nessed by them all, has roused up feelings that no-
thing but their lives will allay. Capt. Van Hagan
has sent some ten men. who knew Meredith inti-
mately, to recognize his remains, pack them up,

The rapid flight of the Indians to their mountain
fastnesses has precluded the chance of a set battle.
Predatory bands, marauding around the country,
will be troubl but no pitched battle can be
had with them. The Comanches aud Apaches are
not near as dangerous a foe as the Pah-Utes and
the five tribes said to be in league with them. The
former are bold and adventurous, hazarding
their lives in a stampede of animals; the latter are
cautious but cunning raseals, alluring their adver-
saries in their mcuntain ambuscadgs, holding points
that are inaccessible to the whites, without immioent
danger to themselves, and fleeing like mountain
sheep over the rocks. Their plan will now be to
commit depredations by small bands. A large body
of Indians cannot remain organized for any length
of time. Although they have made preparations
for war, there are two foes they cannot withstand,
viz.; The whites and starvation. Now, by holding
their fishing grounds they are cut off from one
source of subsistence.

Theregulars, as I mentioned before, will establish
a post at the junction of the two Truckees, and
near Pyramid Lake. We left them there thismorn-
ing, intending to hold the ground. Our troops will
probably soon be disbanded. It is entirely un-
necessary to keep a foree of this kind; in fact,
after our present stock of provisions is exhausted it
will be impossible. A reijrganization of the volun-
teers must be had if these [odians are to be thor-
oughly whippel. Too many of them are desi of

on the removal of the troops and during the over-
flow, he was attacked with so much spirit, that he
and his party were driven out, his boats cut loose
and sent down the river, Lis houses torn down, his
eattle driven off and himself severely wounded.
This attack left the whole party penniless. The
eontest with the Indians continued for a year, when,
on the return of the troops, a sullen truce was
agreed upon, which graduslly ripened into friend-
ship, and to-day Mr. L Las probably greater influ-
ence over these formidable savages than any other
man. The climate, the hostile Indi and other
dissatisfying causes, dispored the partaners, one af-
ter another, to sell their interests to Mr. L, and
during two years past he has been alone in posses—
sion of one of the wmost lucrative frauchises in the
country, which is constantly increasing in value
with the increase of travel incident to the estab-
lishment of the Overland Mail.

There is not much history in the ferriage of the
Colorado before Mr. Iaeger’stime; atleast, if there be’
it lies beneath the sand-waves of the desert. The
earliest travelers were obliged to cross on rafts built
of the cottonwood and willows, that grow in the
river bottom. One of the early travelers told me
he crossed, with his family, upon an inflated air-
bed, and afterwards sold the bed for a fabulous
price to Captain C., of San Diego. The first boat
known was brought by an eastern emigraut, named
Anderson, in '48 or "49, who crossed the river at
Algodonee, twelve miles down, near Pilot Knobb.

This boat he sold to the Yumas, who continued
to use it as a ferry-boat, and an Irishman took
charge of it for them.

In 1849, a Dr. Lincoln, coming in from Chihua-
hua, established a ferry at the mouth of the Gila,
opposite Fort Yuma. In the winter of 1350, John
Glanton arrived here with fourteen of his partisans
—desperate men, always thirsty for blood, rapine,
and outrage. He forced Dr. Lincoln to become an
unwilling partoer in the ferry. (ilanton saw in
this ferry a sure means of glutting his appetite for
blood and plunder, without much danger; for the
victim would here be at his mercy, and the swift
and turbid waters of the river would give back no
evidence of crime. But his nature was aggressive.
No sooner had he forced himself upon Dr. Lineoln
than he began a series of outrages upon the In-
diang, which ended in his destruction. He was the
Cerberus of the river during four months.

In April the Indians visited his camp, and cut
bim off entirely. It is not known exactly, how the
“taking off” was accomplished—but it is supposed

Indians, a few days since, that were sent to
Mendocino by Gen. Kibbe, who bad made
their way across the Coast Range, and crossed
the Sacramento River at Lafferty’s Ferry, and
immediately fired upon them, saving all but
one, who was a small boy. Last week, a
small party of Indians on Battle and Aatelope
Creeks, killed a bullock belonging to Mr.
Crumly, on Payne’s Creek. The owner and
some of his neighbors found the meat on Bat-
tle Creek, hanging up in trees to dry, and
waited for the savages to come back after it,
but owing to the noise they made, they never
came close enough for them to get a shot.
The next night the red skins set fire to the
dwelling house belunging to a Mr. Alberty, on
Battle Creek, which was entirely consumed.

Srare Acricurrural Sociery.—The State
Agricultural Board of Managers met on Wed-
nesday evening at the office of the Society, in
the Agricultural Hall and proceeded to the
transaction of business. The Board offered a
premium of fifty dollars for the best essay on
the cause and cure of the curled leaf in peach
trees.

This tin
case is then enveloped in & strong wooden case, an i so it
is ready for the * impurities engendered by a sea voyage.”

Now, while it is both nataral aud pelitic to countenance

that either in sleep or liquor, the Indians attacked
them—and no one was “ left to tell the tale.” Four-
teen of the party, including Dr. Lineoln, perished,
without resistance. Three who were absent, in the
timber, at the time, escaped, by flight, and have
since met with various retributions. One of the
chiefs says he crushed G'anton’s head with a
stone, while he slept, and that the party were all
drunk asleep. Glanton is supposed to have hidden
large sums of woney, the fruits (f his crimes. A
great deal of digging has been done in places
which he frequented, but the hiding place, if there
ever was any, remains a secret.

There are many incidents of thrilling interest
connected with Glanton’s career. Ile was a lawyer
of Tennessee, and enlisted in the Mexican war.
After the war, he took a contract to kill off the
Apaches at $100 per head. It is said he never
hunted Apaches, but he was a terror to the people
of Sonora and to all travelers. I have heard it

timated that he ¢ itted at least 300 murders
in this part of the world. I have heard also that
the cruel fate of Crabb, at Caborca, was hastened
by revenge for outrages committed by Glanton in
that same town.

OUR PARIS CORRESPONDENCE.

Paris, Friday, May 4, 1860,
Napoleon and Savoy.

There is little more probability of there being a Confor-
ence assembled to discuss and regulate the question of the
annexation of S8avoy, than there was of a Congress last
winter. The European powers are fearful of meeting each
other fer the purpose of regulating affuirs, as 1) one of
them. in the present condilion of things, knows how soon
the o hers may combine to “regulate” them. The Savoy
question is now virtually settled, aftor the overwhelming
wmajority of the inhabitants of Savoy and Nice, who have
voted in favor of annexation to France. M. Thouvenel
bas issued two circzlars to the diplomatic representatives
of France, at the Courts of the Powers which were parties
to the treaties of Vienna, in which ho * molishes the idea
that the neutralization of the provinces of Chablais and
Faucigny was for the benefit of Switzorland, but asserts
that it was done at the instance of Piedmont, and that
therefore Switzeriand has wo claims upon Europe to pre-
serve them to her. The annexation is very popular in
France, even among the anti-Bouapartists, who are gia-
tified at this extension of French territery, which they
hope will, at some time, be beneath other coutrol than
that of the man who now holds the reins, and is guiding
Frauce, his opponents say, to ruin. The Emperor and the
Empress, and the little Prinos, are to pay a visit to their
faithful Savoyards next mouth, and an imperial palace is
0 be erected at Nice, and all the little boys, with queer-
looking hats on, who exhibit white mice abeut the streets
of Paris, have become French subjects, and there is an end
of it. The Emperor of the French determined long ago
upon securing the territory up to the Alps, and he has
succeeded, as he thus far has in every great act he has un-
dertaken.

Steam Plowing Triumphant,

SEVENTY ACRES OF ILLINOIS PRAIRIE BROKEN BY
STEAM—THE FIRST ACTUAL SUCCESS OF STEAM
PLOWING IN AMERICA.

We copy the followiag article, heading and
all, from the editorial department of the Prairie
Farmer, an agricultural paper of Chicago—
date, May 3, 1860 :

The above is no sensation heading to a sen-
sation article, but a real statement of facts as
they exist—in three sentences. We visited
Minooka, in Grandy county, last Friday, in
order to observe the working of Waters’ steam
plow in breaking prairie, and will tell our
readers what we saw there. On our ar-
rival at Minooka, we learned that Mr. Waters
was at work. In company with Mr. L. Smith,
who kindly volunteered to take us to the field,
we left the station, going uorth, and passed
over & field ‘of foriy acres, which had been
broken by Mr. Waters with his plow. This
was his first work. His plows not having been
well finished up and polished, the breaking in
this field was somewhat rough and broken,
bat, altogether, was very well done. The un-
dulations in this field were considerable, giving
both an up and down grade, thus testing the
capacity of the machine in this respect.

Passing this ground, and ascending a high
roll of the prairie, we caught sight of the plow
in the distaunce, traveling leisurely across the
prairies, drawing its gang of six plows, cutting
a furrow nine feet in width. The scene was
grand and exciting. As we approached the
machine, we found Waters quietly guiding it,
with none but the necessary attendants about
him, and thus practically testing its ability and
power before seeking to place it prominently
before the public. We noted down the ope-
ration of the machine while we were with it.
From a given point it traveled twenty-three
minutes; stopped six minutes for wood ; ran
thirteen minutes, amd stopped nine minutes
for water ; then ran nineteen minutes—mak-
ing fifty-five minutes running time and fifteen
minutes stoppage. Had the man, whose duty
it was to furnish water and wood, performed
that duty as he should, and could have done,
he would have saved at least five minutes of
that time,

Estimating the ground plowed as nearly as
we could without actually measuring it, we
found that during seventy-two minutes (in-
cluding stops) he had plowed 2 63-100 acres.
That the machine can plow at this rate through
the day without interruption, is not to be
expected, in its present condition. The day
previous to our visit, Mr. W. ploughed twelve
acres with it. The plows had been put to
some severe tests in a field full of small oak
and hickory stamps or “grubs.” These were
cat off without injury to the plows, and ap-
parently without effect upon the engine. We
measured one of these hickory roots which
had been cut through; its diameter was 4}
inches.

In this trial Mr. Waters uses but six of his
gang of thirteen plows. His traction power
seems sufficient to-draw them all, and when
some more convenient mode of handling and
managing them shall be adopted, he thinks he
will have no difficulty in using the full gang.

As the machine is now arranged, it requires
one and a half cords of wood, a hand and team
to supply fuel and water, (the water in this
case being a half-mile away,) a fireman, two
men to manage the plows, beside Mr. Waters
—1t0 which add oil, etc., and Mr. W, says the
cost to him is less than $9 per day.

Strawberry Culture in Alameda County.
Probably Alameda county is without a riva
in the known world for its production of
strawberries. There seems to be no success—
ful competitor against her in this State, and
it is hardly presumable that any other State
can cope with her in this eaterprise. She
has already become famous at home end
abroad for the growth of this luscious fruit,
and it forws no inconsiderable portion of her
market products.
We have made a little inquiry as to the
amount of the crop gathered this year, and
the number of acres cultivated, which will
give an approximate idea of the extent of
growth of this article in our county. Itis
proper to state that all the fields enumerated
below, are either in the immediate neighhor-
hood of Oakland or Alameda—places which
possess a similarity of soil and climate, and
well adapted to the raising of this fruit :

There are other small fields that we have
not been able to enumerate.
