GLASS-CUTTING BUSINESS IN SAN FRANCISCO,

How Ornamental Glass 18 Manufactured—Mr, Mal-
_lon’s Establishment—Work Superlor to llguérl
Manufacture —KEte.

The manufacture of glass, and the various orna-
mental and useful purposes to which the article is
applied, are always subjects of interests to the gen-
eral reader. Some months since the columns of the
Avra contained a full description of the two glass
factories in the city, and exhibited how far this im-
portant branch of manufactures has extended
Hardly a person but has observed the beautiful
panes or squares of glass in the vario.. public and
private houses of San Francisco, that have been
ground and figured by Mr. John Mallon, whose
establishment is on Beale street, near Market, and
who is in business since the year 1858. @lass is
easily ground, as stated below, with sand and water,

pointed metal tools and diamond dust are used to
give brilliancy to the work of cu glase.

‘Mr. Mallon was the pioneer in this branch of bu-
siness in California, and has from very, limited be-
ginnings built up his business until it is now
on a firm and broad basis. Very few would
quickly realise the simplicity. by which those
elegant panes of glass to be observed in the front
entrances: and inside doors of private dwell-
ings, steamboats, churches, dome lights and
saloons are prepared. Inlooking through Mr. Mal-
lon’s establishment our reporter observed sheets of

glass upon which tasteful representations of leaves, |

vines, bunches of fruit, most exact lettering and
birde, were traced. Sketches are drawn upon the
ground glass with an ordinary pencil, of the de

sign intended, and the only auxiliaries used are
wheels made of stone imported from Creighleight,
in Feotland, and poplar grown in New Jersey. The
glass, after being prepared, is put close to the
grinding-stones, which are placed in motion by

Epirorg Arra: In the report of the Grand Jury,
*“ Mr. Cofran, Superintendent of Stréets, complains
that with the present law it is impossible to compel
the Street Railroad Companies to repair the several
streets through which their franchise grants them
the right to run.”

The Superintendent is in the habit, whenever
necessary, of notifying the Railroad Companies
that they must * pave, plank, or macadamize their
tracks,” as the case may be, ‘‘ and put the rails to
the official grade, in accordance with Order No. 697,

within three days from date of mnotice, othorwnse
they will be prosecuted according to law."”

The Iroad Companies have always obeyed
this order, willing at all times to obey the order of
the rropor authorities and faithfully compl{)wit
the law. The Railroad streets are kept in better
condition than they were before the laying of the
rails, nnd are decidedly in better condition and
safer than tho (unllol streets that have no railsin
any part of th efore the introduction of
Horse Railroads, you cmld not drive in any direc-
tion out of town without meeﬁng atoll iata These
roads are a great publi¢c benefit; they have added
largely to the value of real estate, and are an ac-
commodation to over thirty thousand peonle who
ride on the carsdaily—over four miles for 6!4 cents,
It bas become stereotyped tor Grand Juries to
give a kick to the city railroads, but it remains
with this one to couple them with water closets.

Yokonama, January 25th, 1868,

Outside the boundaries of the concession, at
Yokohama, where foreigners are permitted to
roam, are several places of interest well worthy
the attention of the tourist in this strange and in-
teresting empire. When we consider how little is
really known of the interior of Japan, a brief rec-
ord of a few days’ travel may not prove altogether
uninteresting. A jaunt into the country is not
withoutits dangers and difficulties. But those who
are determined to allow no drawbacks of minor
importance to interfere with their desire for sight-
seeing, or thwart their determination to enjoy
themselves, will encounter no obstacles which
are insurmountable. But many persons who would
like to ‘““do " these regions are deterred for want
of a guide, one who knows the points of attrac-
tion along the route, understands the manners and
customs of the people, and can speak the language.
Accomplishments more than these will hardly be
required, but when you find a guide who has added
to all these good points the qualities which are im-
plied in the term gentleman, never refuse an in-
vitation to go with him to see the country and spy
out the land. So, one evening we made up a party
who went to see the places herein described. Beato
was the leader and guide. Ben. Smith, of San
Francisoo—azd a rare, good, jovial fellow he is—
Dr. Bayly Done, the aceomplished Port Surgeon of
the Pacific Mail Steamsaip Company, and the sub-
scriber, who is known in parts of the world as
* Richard S. McCormick, a gentleman from the
South, a gentleman of Ieisure, travelling for pleas-
ure, with plenty of money.” Beato, our guide, is
well known throughout the East, and is thoroughly
in love with Japan, and koows all the points and
places. He is a team, and his nawme is well suited
to such a genial soul. Bo on one bright Desember
morning we mounted our beasts—Japanese ponies
they were—lovely brutes.

bamboo and msking ready for festivities. Kx-
changed xrcatmua with the villagers, much to their
amusement. A Japanese gentleman rarely conde-
scends to speak to one of an inferior class in pub-
lie. Their ideas of dlnn\t{l and the etiquette of
their position forbid such familiarity: and the
lower classes hardly know how to look upon for-
eigners whose manners are go free and easy that
they will exchange greetings with them No na-
tive of an inferior class is permitted to ride horse-
back; white men usually travel in that manner,
and 8o the Japs have an idea they [foreigners] must
all belong to a higher class of people in their own
countries. Doubtless it puzzles them to account
for the strange manners of the foreigners, and per-
haps it affords them as much amusement as they
offer to their visitors. At length we reach the
place where the great idol is. Years, centuries
ago there was a large city hereabouts, but in
one of the internecine wars_ it was destroyed—

not a vestige remains. Where habitations
ntood. or where throngs of men and wo-
men congregated, the farmers now sow and

reap as if it had always been their domain. Sur-
rounded by a grove of trees which hides it from the
road was the object of our quest. Dismounting
from our horses, we entered the gateway to the sa-
ored precincts; an avenue bordered with tall bay
trees and laurel, neatly trimmed, leads from the
entrance to the statue. At a sharp turn in tho road
the idol is presented to the vision suddenly; seated
there in solemn grandeur under the vault o heaven.
with a dense grove of trees weaving their leafy
barriers urouna it, was the object of veneration
before which many knees have bowed, and to which
innumerable offerings have beem made. As we
came to have ‘‘alook see,” wo went tbronch the
place, climbed up on the hands of the antiquity,
speculated upon it, admired it, went inside of it,
looked at the various shrines contained therein,
where certain tawdry gilt images and meretricious
decorations are stationed for the benefit of the
faithful who come hither on their pilgrimages to
offer devotions and cash, for the inevitable money-
box is nigh at hand to_receive the devout offerings
which mar be made. In a small houre adjoining
we met an old priest and his wife, and had tea with
them, purchased pietures of theidol, to which were
attached, in Japanese, a brief writing, of which the
following is a translation made byayoung Japanese
student, who is rapidly progressing in the acquire-
ment of the English language: “The high of all bodg
is 55 feet.

SENATE.
WasHiNGTON, February 20th.—The Senate made
several verbal amendments in the rules reported
to govern the proceedings in impeachment, but
there is no material change. A long debate oc-
curred upon the power of the Senate to try n ecase
of impeachment while so many States are unrepre-
gented.
Reverdy Johnson made a strong argument in fa-
vor of the right of the Senate to try the case.
Mr. Morton contended that under the fourth sec-
tion the Senate was no longer a Senate, but a Court.
Mr. Sherman said the character of the Senate is
not changed any more than when in Committee.
The debato continued in criticism of the words
used, namely: * Grand inquisition of the nation.”
Mr. Edmunds said the fathers of the nation used
the same words in such proceedings.
Mr. Saulsbury moved to strike out from the sixth
section the words, ** Empowering the presiding of-
ficer of the Court to call the assistance of the army
fo enforce its commands.”
Considerable debate ensued on the power of the
Senate as a Court to enforce its jndgment.
Mr. Sherman moved tostrike out the word “judg-
ment.” Agreed to.
Mr. Trumbull thought the wisest course was to
take the rules adopted seventy years ago, upon
which five trials have taken place. He moved to
amend so as to authorize the presiding  officer
to direct the employment of the Marshal of the
District of Columbia, or any other person, during
the trial, to discharge such duty as may be pre-
scribed for him. Adopted. He also moved to au-
thorize the Sergeant-at-Arms to employ, under the
direction of the Presiding Officer, such assistance
as may bo necessary to enforce the exeocution of all
lawful orders.
When the twenty-first article was reached it was
evident that a lengthy debate would follow, so the
Senate adjourned.

HOUSE,

The House spent the afternoon and evening in
debating the Report of the Committee on Articles
of Impeachment.
